	Your initial enquiry
	After an initial discussion of your requirements we will agree a price and send you a booking form. At this early stage we will check that ceili dancing is logistically possible in your venue and confirm any extras such as travel expenses and Caller’s fees. It is often possible to arrange for you to come and hear us play live before you confirm your booking in order that you can experience what you will get for your money.

	Booking confirmed
	Your booking is confirmed on receipt of your completed booking form and deposit. We will send you confirmation of your booking along with a receipt for this non-refundable deposit. 

	
	Between booking and the day of your event we can discuss details further and we understand that your plans can change as the day draws near.

	4 weeks to go
	You need to give us at least 4 weeks to prepare any special request songs.

	2 weeks to go
	Two weeks before your event we should receive your cheque for the balance, alternatively you can pay by bank transfer one week before or in cash on the night.

	1 week to go
	At this stage we expect to have clarified what time we can set up and timings of sets for the evening.

	On the Day
	We look forward to seeing you on the night

	Planning your evening

There are many things to consider when booking a band,

Basics 

· Space for the players, microphone stands, drumkit etc.

· Access to power sockets

· Plenty of room for wild ceili dancers
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For Ceilis

· Guests willing to dance are a vital element for a successful evening

· A Caller 

DO book a caller if you want traditional dancing. A good caller will not merely talk your guests through the dances, but will generally provide much amusement and encourage people to dance, thus really making your evening go with a swing.

DO try to have as much dancing as possible before your guests enjoy your buffet- people don’t tend to be very keen on dancing when they’ve just eaten.

DO allow a good hour for the band to set up all the equipment and sound-check, the room needs to be empty at this point as your guests will not enjoy listening to “testing, testing, 1,2 ” etc.

DON’T mix your ceili with your disco. If you are having a ceili and a disco in one evening it tends to work better if you have your ceili first and then move onto your disco. If you have ceili dancing followed by some disco music and then try to have more ceili dancing guests don’t tend to respond well.

Please bear in mind that the function suite on the top floor may be beautiful but if there is no lift then all the heavy PA equipment will have to be carried up all those stairs and your band will be tired before they’ve begun to play.
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
