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· Will the Caller do easy dances?

All the Callers we work with are very experienced and generally start with easy dances during which they can assess the skills of your quests and they will then select dances accordingly.

· Can you play our favourite song even though it’s not Irish?
If you give us at least 4 weeks notice we can usually prepare anything you want.

· Do you have the facility to play a CD when the band’s having a break

Yes – if there’s anything in particular you want just let us know or lend us the CD

· Can we have a first dance?

Yes – we can either play something for you or play a CD

· How much space do you need?

We need at the very least a stage area of 3m across by 2m deep. Ideally with a gap inbetween us and the dancers to save anyone from bumping into a microphone stand. More space is better though as there are 5 of us and a lot of equipment, and we sometimes like to dance around too!

· Can my friend get up and play / sing something?

Yes – we are quite happy for anyone else to use our equipment while we are having a break (we will even help set up a microphone)

· Do we need to hire a PA?

No – we have our own amplification equipment

· Can we come and hear you play?

Most of our gigs are private events such as weddings, but we can sometimes arrange for you to visit someone else’s wedding (with their permission) for an hour or so: this being the case we hope you would return the favour.

· How far will you travel?

We are prepared to travel some distance to your venue if necessary, but bear in mind that this will be reflected in our price, for example we have recently charged £30 for travel to Chester and £20 for travel to Wigan. In the past we have performed at venues as far afield as Dalton in Furness (Lake District) and Bodelwyddan (North Wales)

· We don’t want a ceili but could someone talk us through 1 or 2 dances?

If you prefer more of a gig style evening rather than a ceili, but would like a couple of set dances we can talk you through a simple dance or two, but bear in mind that we can’t instruct you oncec we’ve started playing, you’d need a Caller for that.

· Do you have lights?

No- I don’t know of many Ceili bands that do- this is more usual equipment for DJs.

· Will you announce the buffet / last orders?

Yes – we are quite happy to make any announcements you wish
